Washington is a lovely
place for events like weddings, rehearsal
dinners, bridal showers, receptions, school
or family reunions, civic and business
meetings or luncheons. Overnight lodging
for groups is also an option. During park
special events; however, facilities are not
available for rent.

The Historic Washington Tour
A unique experience, this self-guiding
tour allows you to see a minimum of four
historic sites at your own pace. Leisurely
stroll the streets of historic Washington
and step inside tour locations as you wish.

Docents are stationed at a selection of
these museums and historic homes each
day, depending upon the day’s
interpretive theme.

Historic State Park

Old Washington Historic State Park is a unique museum
village located nine miles northwest of Hope, Arkansas on
U.S. Highway 278. Through the efforts of the Pioneer Wash-
ington Restoration Foundation, established in 1958; the City
of Washington and the Arkansas Department of Parks and
Tourism, restoration efforts continue to enhance the inter-
pretation of Old Washington's history from 1824 to 1889.

The Southwest Trail/Old Military Road passed through the
center of town and was a major artery for pioneers traveling
to Texas in the 1820s and 30s. Around 1840, the town became
a commercial and professional center for Hempstead County
and Southwest Arkansas.

Old Washington Historic State Park, established in 1973, offers
walking tours and special programs which interpret the exciting
history of this pioneer town on the Southwest Trail. Information
about special events and tours is on the reverse side.
